Financial Assistance Program
Guidelines for Use
1. Dialysis units and Transplant centers can apply for up to five (5) grants of $100.00 each in the fiscal year July 1 - June 30.  A new grant will not be issued in less than 30 days following the previous grant.

2. Monitoring of the grant money and assessments of patient needs should be done by the social worker in that dialysis or transplant unit. (This program cannot address ongoing, chronic needs.)
3. Each grant request should include:
· A Funding Request form.  This form indicates to us exactly how the check should be written.

· A separate Documentation of Expense form is needed for each expenditure.  Each expense should be noted, with an accompanying receipt, on a separate Documentation of Expense form.  
· A short, one sentence explanation should accompany each “Documentation of Expense” form.

4. Grants can be used for Medication and Transportation related expenses only. Other living expenses, such as utility bills, are not covered under this program. Nutritional supplements are not considered medication.

5. Have patient sign Documentation of Expense form.

6. Please allow up to ten (8) weeks for grant requests to be filled.
( Please Note:  Documentation of Expenses must show evidence that $100.00, or a minimum of $90.00, has been expended, before a new $100.00 grant may be released.
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
